With increased COVID-19 testing opportunities in
Milwaukee County, West Allis Health Officials predict a
need for increased capacity for contact tracing all
suspected and positive COVID-19 cases. In regular
operations and up until this week, a team of public
health staff trace all infectious diseases and outbreaks
by interviewing residents via phone and using the
Wisconsin Electronic Disease Surveillance System
(WEDSS). 
 

This week to be prepared for the likely increase in
cases, four additional Health Department staff were
trained in contact tracing. This expansion of contact
tracing capacity ensures that West Allis and West
Milwaukee will be able to better control the spread of
the virus and keep residents safe.

On May 13, 2020, Wisconsin Supreme Court lifted the Stay
at Home order.  In response to this decision local health
departments in suburban Milwaukee, including West Allis
and West Milwaukee, issued their first joint order to
contain the spread of COVID-19.   Effective immediately,
this order lists local restrictions that will remain in effect
until May 21st.

Testing for COVID-19 is important because it leads to the
quick identification and isolation of positive cases.  In the
last week (5/6/20-5/12/20) Milwaukee County has
averaged 894 tests per day.  With a daily goal of 2000
tests, Milwaukee County is working with the National
Guard to provide additional testing sites to increase
testing opportunities moving forward.
